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Dear Friends and Intercessors,

“The people cry out to the Lord. Wall of Jerusalem, let your tears flow like a river day and night.  Do not stop or let your eyes rest.  Get up, cry out in the night, even as the night begins.  Pour out your heart like water in prayer to the Lord….”






 (Lamentations 2v18 – 19)

This call to intercession in Lamentations is a bit mysterious, as it refers to the people as the wall!  The Lord gave us this word in prayer, along with the story of the book of Nehemiah and an image of the intercessors around the country being built together to form a wall of protection so that the church in our country can be rebuilt.  For us at the House of the Open Door there is a visual image too, as a flood defence wall is beginning to be built all around our properties!

The ruins of the wall Nehemiah built can still be seen in Israel, and it is notable that the stones are of all different sizes. That is because it was built, not by workmen or slaves, but by families.  Even the children helped to carry small stones!  Each family was stationed at a different part of the wall and they worked side by side. Their work was threatened many times as the enemy tried different tactics to stop them: trickery, threats of violence, trying to turn them against their leaders…Eventually they set aside some people to be on permanent guard while others worked with a tool in one hand and a weapon in the other! Nehemiah is a wonderful illustration for us, teaching us to overcome the enemy’s tactics, as individual “family” groups and also together. 

We have not heard back from many of you after the previous 2nd Friday prayer days and I feel it is important for us intercessors to be hearing God through each other and finding direction for prayer together!  So please be encouraged to pray on 12th September, and remember to email or post me any words or direction in prayer that you have.
