Network for Intercession Newsletter November-December 2011

Dear Friends

It seems hardly possible that two months have passed since our last newsletter to you.

As I was considering the contents of this newsletter I was drawn to pray for you all and I had a picture of people held together by a chain.  I took this to mean that we are all bound together in prayer but also that we encircle the country with our prayers.

As you will see later in the newsletter, one of the prayer intentions this time is to pray for Europe and for the European National Service Committee leaders meeting together.

How are we to be led to pray for what is happening in the world?  Do we believe that the Lord has a heart for our nation, for our continent and for the world?  

Does the Lord care about the economy? He was certainly moved with compassion for the needy and poor whilst he walked the earth.

I believe the Lord cares about people turning away from him in Western Europe.  On the feast of St Benedict I felt a great burden to pray for Europe and for the church in Europe, that the people would once again hunger for God, that God would once again become the centre of all our lives.  I felt the need to pray against the spirit of secularism and self sufficiency which is prevalent everywhere, and in Western Europe in particular.  I felt encouraged in this because the Church has recognised this need and over the years has promoted "the urgency of a new evangelisation".  

A consultation and discussion document (Lineamenta) has been available for the faithful to consider and comment on, in advance of the XIII Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops.  This document mentions the economy and the desire of the Church "to become more aware of economic concerns and take concrete measures to address them". 

As people who pray, our prayers must be guided by the Church and the Holy Spirit and therefore I would encourage you to keep the economy in your prayers, as it has been identified as a specific sector for the New Evangelisation in the Lineamenta. 

The calling of charismatic renewal includes evangelisation through the power of the Holy Spirit.  We have been called to hold  this work in prayer.  

In particular the NSC meeting in October 2011 have provided us with certain specific areas that they would like us to pray for: 

* The office move of the Goodnews Magazine into the Crypt of Our Lady of Delours Servite Church in Chelsea on 17th Dec 

* Volunteers to help in the new office 

* Sales of the newly launched CaFE series 'The Saints' 

* The development and inspiration of the next CaFE DVD project and for David Payne and the team 

* Archbishop Kevin McDonald who joins the NSC as their new Episcopal Advisor 

* The planned gathering of regional DST leaders in 2012 

* The launch of the new publication for Pentecost '50 days of Freedom' 

* For the continent of Europe in the light of the current economic crisis and for the gathering of CCR European NSC leaders in Munich Nov 17-20th 2011 

* The protection and guidance of Michelle Moran, and the international ministry of Charismatic Renewal through ICCRS. Pray for the necessary funding to keep projects moving forward and for the wisdom to lead Charismatic Renewal well in the heart of the Church.
